Pray especially for New South 

Wales and Victoria where governments 

have changed approach to accept the 

presence of the virus.  Pray for the 

health systems in both states where 

September and October are expected to 

see peak demand and increased deaths.

Pray 

for the ADF members and veterans for 

whom this sudden resurgence of the 

Taliban remains very raw and painful 

 Pray for Defence Christian ministries 

who serve veterans of the Afghan 

conflict, that they would be empowered 

to connect deeply and serve lovingly. 

 Pray for the Afghan people who remain 

behind after recent evacuations.  Pray 

for those whose lives will be restricted 

under Taliban rule, or who will live in 

fear.  Pray especially for the small 
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minority of Christians who are reportedly 

now facing intense persecution.

 Following National Science Week last 

month, pray that more students would 

consider studying Science Technology 

Engineering and Maths (STEM).  Pray 

that Defence would use STEM skills to 

gain an advantage over our adversaries.  

STEM is considered to be critical for the 

future workforce, especially in Defence.  

Pray also that those who appreciate the 

advancements of science would consider 

the evidence for God and the 

resurrection of Jesus, and understand 

that the science-faith conflict hypothesis 

is a myth. 

 Pray that the CDF, Secretary, Ministers 

and Service Chiefs would see in MCF 

members and other Christians a life of 

loyalty and dedication to service whether 

in uniform, APS or contractors.  Pray that 

we would live in love and humility, in the 

power of the Spirit.  May we carry out our 

duties in righteousness and justice to His 

honour and glory. 

 Pray that all Australians would reflect on 

the vanity of wealth and ‘success’ and 

seek a deeper spiritual life.  Pray that 

Christians would be bold to speak about 

the hope of Jesus. 

 Pray for the hospitals and doctors and 

nurses across Australia, serving on the 

frontlines of the coronavirus response. 

26 Sep 21 

 Pray for all those who are currently 
applying to join the ADF through 
Defence Force Recruiting, across all 
three services and across all job roles.  
Pray for the ADFA Virtual Open Day 
planned for late September.  Pray that 
God would provide fulfilling work and 
satisfying careers to those who choose 
to defend our nation. 

 Pray for the many elderly Australians 

who may be experiencing increased 

levels of isolation, fear and anxiety at this 

time.  Ask that God would encourage 

those who are Christians; may their hope 

be in the future eternal city rather than 

our current earthly city.  Pray that they 

would be reminded of God’s love, and 

that their salvation does not depend 

upon their religious performance, but is 

assured because of God’s free gift to 

those who repent. 

 Pray for your subordinates, team-mates, 

or colleagues, especially under the 

pressure of lockdowns in much of 

Australia.  Seek how you might be a 

blessing to them and encourage them in 

their work and life situation.
