The Australian contingent (roughly 70
members, mostly from 5SRAR) is working
alongside partner nations as part of the
UK-led training program to build
additional capacity for Ukraine to defend
their homeland and focuses on basic
infantry tactics for urban and wooded
environments. Pray also for the
Chaplain who is deployed with those
members.
