Sabre. Please pray for the families of
the missing aviators and for those
serving in the ongoing recovery. Also
pray for the remainder of the roughly
30,000 ADF members and personnel
from eleven partner nations who have
now resumed other activities as part of
Ex Talisman Sabre. Pray that they
would build skills in high-end multi-
domain warfare, and interoperability with
our partners.

Pray for the Alpha course which is
currently being run by the MCF group at
DSTG Fishermans Bend, with a number
of visitors attending due to the strength
of personal invitations. Please pray that
the Holy Spirit would reveal the truth and
power of Jesus resurrection to them
personally. Pray for other groups and
MCF representatives on the bases in
your state or region.

Pray for the war in Ukraine. Thank God
for the strength of the Ukrainian people,
and commitment from many nations to
continue to provide support to Ukraine.
